Places to Ski In and Around Duluth

Bagley Nature Center: Located across from UMD on St. Marie St.

Bagley Nature Area is 55 acres of forest, pond, and open area on the northwest part of campus. This is a wonderful place for running, cross-country skiing, walking, or any other quiet outdoor activity with sections of old growth forest and wildlife galore. Ski trails are groomed for classical style skiing by RSOP.

Spirit Mountain: Spirit Mountain offers 22 kilometers of beautifully wooded cross-country ski trails, double tracked with skating lanes and groomed daily. It's an outdoor enthusiast's dream! Hours are daily from 9:00am until Dusk. 

Korkki Nordic: Korkki Nordic Center is a secluded trail just east of Duluth, consisting of a single-track classical trail. Wicked hills, flats, downs...it has everything. Trails were designed for racing and are recommended for those with at least intermediate to advanced classical skiing skills. Located off Hwy 61 on Homestead Rd.

Snowflake Nordic Center: Snowflake Nordic Center is a privately operated year-round family recreation center. We offer a wide range of outdoor recreation opportunities. A daily fee or season membership is your ticket to family fun. Snowflake is owned and operated by George & Jane Hovland. The chalet is open from dawn until 8 PM on weekdays, and dawn until 6 PM on weekends. Located on Rice Lake Road just North of Arrowhead.

Magney-Snively Trails: The Magney-Snively trail has 14k of trail for intermediate and advanced skiers. This trail offers skiing through a beautiful hardwood forest with large hills and trees. This terrain is rugged and therefore is not recommended for beginners. The trail loops clockwise. Located on W. Skyline Parkway near Spirit Mountain.

Hartley Park: Hartley Park offers 5k of groomed classic trails. The trails vary from easy to moderately hilly. The trails are apart of the Hartley Nature Area, access can be found off of Hartley Road or off of Woodland Ave.

Lester- Amity Park: The Lester-Amity trail offers 15K of varied terrain for beginner to experienced skiers through pine, aspen, and birch forests. An additional 3K circles the Lester Park Golf Course and is accessible from the main Lester-Amity Trail. The openness of the golf course offers an excellent place for beginning cross-country skiers, and several short cuts are available. There is also a 5K trail portion that is lit in the mornings and evenings.
