“Even prior to our birth, the nourishment we receive determines the development of
our brain. In one study of 23,000 pregnant women, it was discovered that the pre-natal
consumption of large amounts of sweet, sugary foods resulted in higher incidents of
stress, anti-social behaviors and other cognitive issues later in the child’s life. Dietary
deficiencies have produced similar consequences in laboratory mice. *

“It has been shown that the consumption of omega-3s in the form of seeds, nuts, oily
fish and vegetable oils improve upon the electrical properties of nerve cells in the brain.
