This wry mockumentary examines the plight of the oppressed white minority who, 

having been dispossessed of their land, must obey the laws and customs of the black 

majority." -- Green Left Weekly Australia's radical weekly newspaper 

 

"The film Babakiueria shows how aborigines are represented in society through 

taking a sarcastic look at racial stereotypes, the stereotypes are reduced to absurdity 

when the roles of whites and blacks in society are reversed. By doing this, the film 

draws the attention of not only white attitudes towards aboriginals but also towards 

themselves. Aborigines who have watched this film state that it was a good film as it 

did represent the truth about how they are politically represented, but it could have 

been better if it was written by an aboriginal instead of a white person, as they would 

have presented the film using Aboriginal culture instead of using the whites' 

controlling methods of a society."
